FMSC is a Christian non-profit organization that coordinates the packaging 

and distribution of food to people in developing nations. Founded in 1987 it 

says it has been involved in more that 70 countries.              

FMSC consistently received the highest awards for integrity and             

trustworthiness, earning a 4 star rating from Charity Navigation for 17 years.     

In 2024-25 the number of children fed was 1,028,642 with 1,152,699          

volunteers across the U.S., 2,206 artisans and producers supported by FMSC 

Market Place partners and a total number of meals produced was 

396,454,128. A note of interest - 99.8% of meals shipped have safely reached 

intended locations.
